Retrieving: Retrieving means returning the
ball as quickly as possible to a bowler, fielder
or wicketkeeper preventing the batters from
scoring runs.

Bowling: is the action of propelling the ball
towards the wicket defended by a batter, with
the intention of getting the batter out or
preventing them from scoring runs.

Strike: means hitting the ball with a bat away
from the fielders at different angles and
speeds with the purpose of scoring runs.

Batting: Batting is the skill of hitting a ball with
a bat into a space to score runs. The aim of the
game for the batter (attacking team) is to score
as many runs as possible.

Fielder: A fielder is a defensive position that is
occupied while the other team are batting. The
aim of the fielding team (defending team) is to
keep the batters score as low as possible.

The Long Barrier: is a fielding method used
by a fielder to prevent the ball going past
them. This involves the fielder stopping the
ball with their hands, but positioning their
body in line with the ball just in case
they miss the ball with their hands.
